General information for participants

Travel arrangements:
The arrival day is Sunday 4 October 2009, between 14:00 and 21:00 hours, the
departure day is Friday 9 October 2009, before 11:00 hours.

Travel expenses to and from Ellwangen are covered by the participants themselves.

By plane and train:

Ellwangen has no airport, but the airports of Nuremberg and Stuttgart are the most
easily accessible and trains run on a regular basis from the main stations of these
cities. Other reasonably accessible airports are Munich and Frankfurt / Main. Please
book through to Ellwangen station.

Should you choose to come by car, please note that Ellwangen has its own
motorway exit on the A7. From there you follow the sign for Ellwangen. It leads you
straight on through four sets of traffic lights into a tunnel. Go straight through the
two-part tunnel. At the third set of traffic lights turn right. You are now on the B290
towards Crailsheim but still in Ellwangen. Follow that road:
> to the Hotel “Konigin Olga” and the train station:
On the B290 at the third set of traffic lights -> turn right, go straight on across
a bridge, at the end of the bridge turn right again. After about 100 metres
turn right once more (follow the sign for the station). The station will be on
your right hand side, on your left you will find the hotel.

-> to Kreisberufsschulzentrum Ellwangen:
On the B290 follow this road through three sets of traffic lights, then up a hill.
At the top there is a turning to the left, signposted with “Schulzentren”. Take
the left turn and follow the road for about 50 metres. Go past the sign for the
Kreisberufsschulzentrum and turn left into the car park.

Please let us know the exact time and mode of your arrival, so that we can
arrange for a welcoming team to be present and guide you through the
fomalities!

Accommodation:

Team presentation at the opening ceremony:

The opening ceremony takes place on Monday 5 October 2009. For this event every
team needs to prepare a presentation (max. 5 minutes) introducing their school /
organisation and their country.

We will provide a computer and a beamer (no internet access) or more traditional
means of presentation (eg flip chart, OHP). There will be the possibility to test the
equipment and rehearse the presentation at the school on Sunday from 16:00 hours
onwards.

Please be smartly dressed for the opening ceremony.

Competition tasks and safety in the laboratory:

Please read the information given on these sites carefully, especially the texts on
basic knowledge and skills, behavioural and safety rules in the laboratories, and the
extract of the official “Regulations of the Grand Prix Chimique”. The participants will
be asked to sign a document stating that they are familiar with these rules.

The organiser will not be held responsible for consequences which result
from any non-observance of these rules.

Translation of the competition tasks:

According to the Grand Prix Chimique Regulations the mentors will get the
competition tasks in English, and will have to translate them into their native
languages. They will have a computer with the Standard German keyboard at their
disposal. The organiser will provide a sufficient number of translation copies. If a
participant wishes to see the original task(s) in English after the competition has
started, he or she will be given a copy.
